Default time and
temperature & humidity data should be displayed after few seconds.

Insert 3 new AA size batteries in the weather station and check the displav. Defaull time and
lemperature & humidity data should be displayed after few seconds.

Follow the mstructions on page ¥ | set both units 1o current time,

Follow the imstructions on page 9, switch both units to test mode.

Place both units at your desired location. Ensure the antenna icon of the weather station lashing
at your desired location. If the antenna icon is not flashing, the weather station may encounter
reception problem. Try to take the weather station or transmitter (o a new location until antenna
icon flashes.

Ensure both units are vertically placed.

Switch both units to normal mode.

The weather station receives temperature and humidity data at certain time interval_ If there is no
weather information display on the weather station over | minute. Please ensure the transmitter
work properly and repeat step 6,

Transmitter and the weather station are switched to test mkde,
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In order to switch to both unit, press MODE key twice or more times till some figures are flashing,
then press TEST to tumn off test mode

Caution: Test mode consumes more battery power that may reduce battery lifetime.

Remarks:

I If the weather station enters time setting mode and no key was pressed within 10 seconds, it
would switch to normal mode automatically.

When alarm alert, press any key to switch off the alert.

Weather station would switch 10 normal mode under test mode within 15 mines.
